The following information was discussed at the 3rd District Mid-Winter.   
The units started collecting membership dues for the 2026 membership year in September of 2025 
and will continue to collect the 2026 membership dues until July 31st, 2026.  On July 31st, 2026, the 
Department will put out the last membership bulletin for the 2026 membership year. This bulletin will 
have the membership totals for each Unit in the 3rd District.  This is the bulletin the 3rd District 
treasurer will use to determine the District dues for each unit in the 3rd District.  The information is 
then posted in the September Newsletter and must be remitted by December 1st, 2026, to the 3rd 
District treasurer.   The District dues for the 2026 are $4.00 per member, This $4.00 should have been 
collected by the unit when the members paid their 2026 dues.   

When the members pay their dues, $4.00 should be set aside for each member paid.   For instance, if 
your unit has 50 new and/or renewed members your treasurer should have set aside 50 X $4.00 = 
$200.00 for the District dues to be remitted by December 1st, 2026. 

Treat the membership fund like Poppy Donations your unit receives.  Poppy money can only be 
donated to certain programs or purchase certain items, so the poppy money is kept track of 
separately.  Keep track of the membership dues that are received in a separate column, so you do not 
spend or use it for donations, so it is available when it is time to send in the District Dues.   

This is very important PLEASE READ: 

For your unit to break even when paying National, Department and District dues, your unit Dues will need to be 
$39.00 for Senior members.  This is to cover the following.

In January of 1935 The Charter for a newly formed Auxiliary Unit was signed by eleven (11) local women. The 
goal of the Auxiliary Unit was to support the men of the Edward Born Legion Post #343. The official name of 
the newly formed Auxiliary is Edward Born Legion Auxiliary Unit #343. All Auxiliary’s are Unit’s and the Legion 
are Posts. 

Mission Statement: In the spirit of Service, Not Self, the Mission of Legion Auxiliary’s is to support the 
American Legion and to honor the sacrifice of those we serve by enhancing the lives of veterans, military, and 
their families, both home and abroad. For God and Country, we advocate for veterans, educate our citizens, 
mentor youth, and promote patriotism, good citizenship, peace and security. 

All of the original members were related to a veteran that belonged to the local Legion or was deceased. A 
couple of the members had a special connection to Edward Born (who the Legion was named for) one was 
his mother and the other was his sister. 

Policy at the time for naming Legion Posts was to name them after a local servicemen killed during WWI. All 
Legions were assigned a number and were known as a Post, the Auxiliary’s were Units with the same number 
of their Post.
